   I am so sorry I didn’t get an email out sooner! I just wanted to give you a quick update on my health. I ended up having
major sinus surgery this past Thursday, October 9th, and am now home and doing very well considering the circumstances! 
My surgeon said the surgery was more extensive than he had planned, but at least that means that once I’m healed, I should be
feeling much better! Dr. Willet packed my nose 3x the normal amount to try to ward-off any complications that arose in the past, 
and thus far, it seems to have done the trick! GOD IS GOOD!  

Please pray for continued healing, minimal bleeding and for proper treatment of the infection that was plaguing my sinuses.
I am on a host of antibiotics right now (oral/IV and aerosol) to combat any infection that was in my sinus cavity; my lungs are very vulnerable to infection, so 
the sooner we can rid my body of any infection, the better!
