    THANK YOU for your prayers!!! Many of you knew that I had my 3 yr. transplant anniversary on Thursday, 
September 25th and then went to Columbus for all of my post-transplant testing this past Monday, September 29th.  Both 
days went very well! All of the test results from Monday are not back yet, but here are some quick prayer requests for my health:

· My weight: Somehow, I’ve managed to lose 7 lbs. in the last 3 months. Now this is not all bad, but to be at an ideal Body
                       Mass Index for cystic fibrosis patients, I need to gain around 5 lbs. There’s no time frame on when this needs to be done, 
                             and as we all know, weight is put on in the winter, but I still need to be pro-active! Pray that the small changes 
                        I am making in my diet (smaller meals a day to counter-act the calories I burn working-out daily)
                        will stabilize my weight! 

· My sinuses: I go see my sinus surgeon in Columbus this Friday, October 3rd.  I had a CT scan of my sinuses on Monday and will receive
                        back the results from said scan on Friday. I’m been having massive headaches/migraines for several weeks now, as well as 
                        blurry vision when I wear my contacts. Please pray that Dr. Willet is able to fix the problem with anything majorly 
                   evasive having to be done! Also pray for safety as I travel home alone after being worked on in the office. 
· Bruising:     I’ve also been bruising even easier than I usually do, so a vitamin K level was taken in Columbus on Monday. Please pray that, 
                    if my K level is low, I’m able to find the right vitamins to stabilize it, and if it is not, the bruising will just go away 
                    or a cause will be found. It doesn’t really bother me, but it worries people that are close to me…and I’ll admit, as a woman who likes to 
                         wear dresses/skirts, it’s not always the most attractive side-effect. : -)
· PRAISE:        As of Monday, my prednisone level has been dropped from 10 mg. a day to 7.5mg! This may not sound like much, but every
                        little bit of medication I can get off of safely, the better for my body! Prednisone effects my diabetes, and lowering the dose, should only 
                        make that better! : -) It also has an effect on my bone health, so as we pump calcium, vitamin D and zolendronic acid in my system in 
                       large quantities, maybe this small med. change will help, too! 
· PRAISE:          My lung function remains around 100%, even with my sinus issues! GOD IS GOOD! 
· PRAISE:        My stiffness from my zolendronic acid infusion (for my bones) has dissipated since Monday; every day is a little better. 
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· No, I have not forgotten!! 
· I’ve just decided to make it a WHOLE WEEK, instead (Saturday, October 4th, to Saturday October 11th)
· PLEASE contact me with time-slots during Oct. 4th-11th that you would be willing to pray/fast for the ministry!! 
· I will not be able to fast this time, so those of you who can will be greatly appreciated!! 
· We will meet, Lord-willing at Lima Baptist Temple, for a time of joint prayer on Saturday, October 11th. Time to TBA 
· A list of prayer requests will be sent out to all of you by Saturday morning!! 
· Again, PLEASE LET ME KNOW time slots you’d be willing to take; feel free to pray other times, too!! 
THANK YOU again for coming alongside of me, many of you, for the past 2 ½ years. The ministry is growing, and above
all, a proper theology of suffering is going forth for His glory. I encourage all of you to pray for HIS PRESENCE above all else. We can do a lot
of things, go a lot of places in Jesus’ name, but if He doesn’t go with us (Ex. 33), it doesn’t matter.
